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The purpose of this sign criteria is to create a graphic environment that is individual and distinctive in identity for the Tenant and also compatible with other signs in the center.  The total concept should give an impression of quality, professionalism and instill a good business image.  Letters shall be well proportioned and its design, spacing and legibility shall be a major criterion for approval.

The following specifications are to be used for the design of your sign; however, in all cases final written approval must be obtained from the Landlord prior to the manufacturing or installation of any signage.  Landlord shall make all final and controlling determinations concerning any questions of interpretation of this sign policy.

NOTICE:  Written approval and conformance with these specifications does not imply conformance with local City and County sign ordinances.  Please have your sign company check with local authorities to avoid non-compliance with local codes.

A.	REQUIRED SIGNS
1.	Tenant shall identify its premises by erecting one (1) sign, which shall be attached directly to the building fascia as described hereinafter.  Where the Leased Premises is a corner store, the Tenant may install a fascia sign on each fascia when the parallel lease frontage exceeds 15', and the criteria shall govern each frontage respectively, however, a maximum of two signs will be permitted for any corner lease.

2.	Tenant shall not be allowed to open for business without approved required signs in place.  Failure to open for this reason shall not excuse the Tenant from the performance of its obligations under the Lease.

B.	TYPE OF SIGN
Individually illuminated neon channel letters with plastic translucent faces.  Painted faces will not be acceptable.

C.	SIZE OF SIGN
Letters shall be a maximum of 36” and a minimum of 12” in height and located within the approved signage area.
Two rows will be allowed; however, the total height of the sign shall not exceed 36”, including space.
1.	The overall length of the sign shall be based on frontage measurement as follows: 15’ - 25’ maximum of 80%; 25’ - 50’ maximum of 70% over 50 feet maximum of 60%.

D.	TYPE OF LETTERING
1.	Any style (block or script) may be used.  Upper and lower case are allowed.  Lessor will have final review over height increases for script letters.
2.	Logos in addition to signage must be approved.  They must be proportionate to height of fascia and sign and in same color as signage.
3.	All lines of lettering shall run horizontally.

E.	COLOR OF SIGN
Colors are not specifically restricted herein; however, the Landlord reserves the right to reject colors that are objectionable and not consistent with the design concept of the Shopping Center.
All interior surfaces must have a splash coat of white for reflective purposes.
Returns - All exterior surfaces shall be painted to match the paint on the building facia.
Face Retainers - all letter faces must be attached to the letter channels using trimcap material, commonly known as Jewelite (1” trim), dark bronze or black color.

F.	CONSTRUCTION LETTERS
Letter Channels (Returns) - All letter returns shall be formed from aluminum in minimum thickness of .063.  Depth of channels shall be a minimum of 4", maximum of 6"
Letter backs are to be made of aluminum of the same or greater thickness as that of the letter channels.  Armorphy, plymetal, foam, styrene, or any other inflammable material shall not be used under any circumstance.
All letter faces are to be pigmented Plexiglas, or equal acrylic sheets with a minimum thickness of .125 inches.

G.	ILLUMINATION AND WIRING
Letters shall be internally illuminated with 4500 red neon tubing for red letter faces; green neon tubing for green letter faces and blue neon tubing for blue letter faces.  All other faces shall use white neon tubing.
All neon tubing shall not be less than 15MM, using 30 MA transformers.
The secondary wiring running from the transformer through the channel shall be installed as required by the City Code.
A licensed electrician approved by Landlord will perform final electrical connection of sign to transformer box.

H.	PLACEMENT AND INSTALLATION

Landlord requires flush mounted signage. Penetrations into the fascia must be kept to a minimum that is consistent with the structural requirements of the sign.  Penetrations shall be done in a manner that is repairable with a minimum of effort and expense.  Landlord to provide specific color code to match the building fascia prior to any sign approval.
Refer to the attached drawings for datum's and baselines on the building fascias where signage will be allowed.
No exposed wiring is permitted.
Each Tenant or occupant shall pay for the fabrication, installation and maintenance of all signs denoting their premises, including final connection transformers, and all other labor and materials required for sign installation, and to provide all code required conduit, transformer and electrical connections.
Tenant will be responsible for all damage to the building incurred during sign installation or removal.

I.	SUBMITTAL FOR APPROVAL
1.	Prior to awarding a contract for fabrication and installation, Tenant shall submit three (3) scaled drawings for final review and approval to:

2.	Elevation of building fascia and sign shall be drawn using a minimum " ‘ 1'-0" scale.
3.	Drawing shall indicate the following specifications: Type, color and thickness of Plexiglas; type of materials, finish used on return; type of materials; finish used on return; type of illumination and mounting method.  Tenant's sign contractor shall first visit the site to verify existing conditions prior to preparation of shop drawings.  Information needed to prepare submittals shall also be obtained during the visit.
4.	Drawings must include fascia cross section showing electrical connections.

J.	PERMITS
All City permits and approval from Landlord are required prior to sign fabrication.
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
